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Glossary of Window Treatment Terms

Box Pleat: A tuck or pleat of fabric that is pressed flat either in the front or
the back of a treatment. See Closed, Inverted, and Open Box Pleat.

Buckram: Also called crinoline, it is the stiffening in the top of pinch pleat
draperies enabling pleats to hold their shape.

Cleaning Codes: The cleaning code is indicated on each fabric sample.

S: Instruct a professional cleaning service to clean these fabrics
with pure solvents. Petroleum distillate based products may
be used. Caution: use of a water based or detergent based
solvent cleaner may cause excessive shrinking. Water
stains may become permanent and unable to be removed
with solvent cleaning agents.

SW: Instruct a professional cleaning service to clean these fabrics
with water based cleaning agents. Petroleum distillate
based products may be used. Pillow covers should not be
removed for cleaning.

W: Instruct a professional cleaning service to clean these fabrics
with water based cleaning agents or water based foam to
remove overall soil. Many cleaning agents are harmful to
the color and life of a fabric, and testing on an inconspicuous
area is recommended before overall cleaning. Pillow covers
should not be removed for cleaning.

X: Clean these fabrics only by light vacuuming or light brushing
to prevent accumulation of dust and grime. Water based
foam or solvent based cleaning agents of any kind may
cause excessive shrinking or fading.

Closed Box Pleat: Tucks or pleats of fabric are pressed flat so that the
edges of the pleats touch either other all the way across the front and all
the way across the back of the treatment.

Double Hem: The hem is turned over 2 times so there are two complete
layers of fabric behind the front of the fabric.

Double Top: The heading has another full layer of fabric under the visible
layer of the backside. The term is commonly used for both pinch pleat
and rod pocket draperies.

Draw-Up or Take Up: The loss in measurement as a result of the method
of mounting and/or fabrication. This usually happens when gathering
fabric. E.g. Rod pocket draperies lose length when shirred on a rod.
Allow when puddling length. Add %" to 1” for take-up.
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Fullness: The amount of extra fabric added to a finished measurement to
create the desired “full” effect. 2 ¥4 to 3 times the total width of a treatment
is standard custom fullness.

Header: Extra fabric at the top of a treatment that is only for decorative
purposes. The extra fabric above the rod pocket in a treatment creates a
ruffle effect when the treatment is shirred on the rod.

Interlining: A soft flannel-like fabric put between the face fabric and lining
of draperies to add luxurious body as well as insulation.

Leading Edge: Opposite of return edge. The edge of the drapery panel
that is in the center of the window and/or moves back & forth when the
drapery is opened and closed. The leading edges of a pair of pinch pleat
draperies are the two edges that overlap.

Open Box Pleat: Tucks or pleats of fabric are taken on the front of the
treatment and pressed flat against the front but there is a space between
the edges of the pleats.

Overlap: The space before the first pleat in a panel of pinch pleat drapery
that will “overlap” the opposite panel of drapery. It is on the leading edge
of the drapery. The standard overlap for Kirsch and Graber rods is 3 %2".

Pair Width: Rod width plus one overlap plus two returns. This is the
measurement you would get if you took 2 panels of a pair of pinch pleat
draperies and you laid them down end to end widthwise, not overlapping.
This measurement allows for the panels, when hung, to completely fit and
hug against the traverse rod when closed with no buckling of the buckram
between the pleats.

Puddle: Drapery panels are long enough to literally lie on the floor. Extra
length must be added from 1-18” depending upon the effect desired.

1” puddle looks like a pant leg break where the draperies just rest
on the floor

27-4” puddle will spill nicely onto the floor but still | not a large
puddle

6”-8” puddle is a true puddle. There is enough extra length for the
draperies to fan out onto the floor.

Repeat: A woven or printed pattern, or the measurement thereof, that
appears consecutively to form the total design of the fabric.
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Return: The measurement from the front of the rod or board back to the
wall, i.e. the depth of the board is the return.

Rod Pocket: A flat casing across a panel through which a rod will be
inserted. Itis also the name of a window treatment with this casing across
the top of the panel. The treatment is mounted by inserting the rod
through this casing. For rod pocket measure rod x 2=pocket diameter.
Self-Lined: The face of the fabric is also used as the lining.

Stationary Panels: Purely decorative drapery panels that do not open
and close (non-functional panels).

Total Width: The width of the board, end to end, plus two returns.

Valance Board: The flat board with no front or sides from which a
valance is hung.
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
